
 

 
COUNCILS CANôT GET ENOUGH OF  

BROONSô eCombi ROLLER  
 
 

Broons' eCombi roller is proving popular with rural councils 
since it was first released by the international crushing and  
compaction specialists earlier last year with another three  
councils and a NT contractor ordering units in recent months.  
 
Designed specifically for the patrol grading and resheeting of 
unsealed roads, the first eCombi was purchased straight off the 
production line by Wakefield Regional Council in South   
Australia. They have subsequently ordered another machine 
including the first vibrating eCombi variation. 
 
Other councils that have just taken delivery of Broons' eCombi 
rollers include Grant, and Kingston in South Australiaôs South 
East. Hawk Earthmoving, who perform contract grading work for 
councils in the Top End, has also taken delivery of their first   
machine. 
 
Mark Hawke of Hawk Earthmoving said that he purchased the 
machine to keep up with technology and stay ahead of his  
competition. 
 
ñBecause of the wet season up here at the moment we have 
only used it once so far, but we are very happy with it. The local 
Shire would like us to use it all the time on their work." 
 
ñWe intend to use it for both road maintenance and road  
construction. We are very happy with the quality and the build, 
and it has a very practical mechanism. We like the fact it has got 
sign racks and cutting edge holder integrated into the design 
too,ò Mark said. 
 
One of the most important features of the eCombi to these 
councils is the ease of turning and backing the roller. Most 
drum/tyre combinations are not so easy to turn around on a  
narrow country road but the eCombi solves that problem  
brilliantly and is one of the real features that endear the roller to 
the operators at Grant Council. 
 
Matthew Little, Works Supervisor at Grant District Council said 
that they have been using the eCombi for patrol grading as well 
as road construction from road base to road finish. 
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ñWe havenôt had any problems with it. It works very well. It is 
very versatile and very easy to back which is a real plus with 
operators,ò he said. 
 
Similarly, Bob Bates, the Manager Works and Engineering 
Services for the Kingston Council said that they bought the 
eCombi mainly for patrol grading and had just fitted the  
hydraulics to the Councilôs two graders so that this would be 
possible. 
 
ñWe think the eCombi will be more manoeuvrable and better 
for backing. We think there will be a lot less maintenance 
costs.  We havenôt used it a lot yet, but we are very happy with 
it.  We reckon they're the "ants pants"  and we will probably 
look to replace one of our Combination Rollers with another 
eCombi when we can." 
 
ñWe ordered it with the solid filled tyres so we wonôt get any 
punctures either.ñ Bob concluded. 
 
The eCombi compacts freshly graded surfaces with its  
centrally mounted steel roll drum or single row of smooth tread 
compactor tyres on the rear that can be hydraulically raised or 
lowered to suit the application of the machine. The optional 
vibrating roll drum, which can be fitted in lieu of the standard 
static weight version, has been ordered by Wakefield Regional 
Council for their second machine.  
 
Director, Stuart Bowes, said that the eCombi has really added 
to Broons stable of  qual ity compact ion and crushing   
equipment. 
 
"We'd been tossing around ideas for some time to design an 
economical multi-use roller. Councils are really under pressure 
in the current economic climate to find best value solutions to 
their equipment needs and we believe we have that answer 
with the eCombi. It's inexpensive, requires virtually no  
maintenance and best of all it's manufactured right here in 
Australia like all of our Broons equipment." 
  
The Broonsô eCombi roller is built to the same exacting  
standards as all the other equipment in the Companyôs range. 
A steel fabricated reinforced heavy duty frame surrounds a 
centrally mounted steel roll drum assembly. Designed to  
operate in the harshest conditions, components are sealed for 
life and/or protected against the entry of dust and dirt, and  
engineered for minimal maintenance and ease of access. 
 
As with all Broons machines the eCombi is simple to use and 
operator-friendly. The change from roll drum to tyres and back 
is easily controlled hydraulically from the cabin of the grader or 
tow tractor. 
  
The eCombi has a compaction width of 2.0 metres on the roll 
drum and slightly wider on the tyres. The roll drum is 25mm 
thick and can be ballasted with water to increase its weight 
and compaction pressure. Fully ballasted the operating weight 

 



of the eCombi is around 8.0 tonnes. The static linear load of 
the  smooth drum is close to 35kg/cm or 900kg/tyre when  
ballasted.
